This is organized by the Department of Distance Teacher

Education at the Headquarter, Agra.

3. Refresher and Enrichment Programmes

The Institute runs refresher programmes for the teachers of
Non-Hindi states in the guidance of Dept. of Orientation and
Extension Programmes and Academic Co-coordinator’s office
at the Headquarter.
